Summary  

According to the laboratory surveillance1,2, Echovirus 11 was the predominant virus type 

in the past four weeks (Figure 1). During week 28, the suspension of some outpatient 

services due to the typhoon contributed to a decline in the total number of outpatient and 

emergency room (ER) visits for enterovirus infection which dropped to 6,113, as shown 

in Figure 2. Further observation is needed to assess the subsequent epidemic trend.  

Between July 8 and 14, no new EVSC3 case was confirmed. In 2025 to date, a total of 

nine EVSC cases have been reported, caused by Echovirus 11 and Coxsackie B5, 

including six deaths. Among these nine cases, six were infants under one month old, all 

infected with Echovirus 11, with five deaths (Figure 3 and 4, Table).
